Key Responsibilities 

Venue Cleaning 

• Sweep and mop all public customer areas including bar, dining spaces and entry points  

• Maintain high presentation and hygiene standards across the venue  

• Clean internal glass and windows (scheduled twice weekly)  

Toilets 

• Clean and sanitise all customer toilet areas  

• Wipe and disinfect surfaces, sinks and fixtures  

• Restock toilet paper and hand wash  

• Sweep and mop floors  

• Empty and clean hand dryer water trays  

Brew House & Staff Areas 

• Vacuum, sweep and mop brew house floors as required  

• Clean and sanitise staff toilets and rest areas  

• Mop kitchen floors thoroughly  

• Vacuum office areas (scheduled twice weekly)  



General Duties 

• Use safe and appropriate cleaning methods and chemicals at all times  

• Restock cleaning supplies and report low stock levels  

• Report maintenance issues, hazards or damage to management  

• Maintain cleaning equipment and storage areas in an organised condition
